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ANCIENT JOY

RETURNING TO THE SECRET PLACE

“For the LORD shall comfort Zion:
He will comfort all her waste places;
and he will make her wilderness like Eden,
and her desert like the garden of the LORD;
joy and gladness shall be found therein,
thanksgiving, and the voice of melody.”
(Isa 51:3 KJV)
Joy and gladness shall be found therein, thanksgiving, and the voice of melody.  
That kind of reminds of the premise that our camp is in right now…
“Speaking to yourselves
in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;”

(Eph 5:19 KJV)
I believe this scripture has a dual meaning. Of course it has its Old Testament meaning but we can also use it over in the New Testament. If you wondering what’s going on right now with this big thesis on Songs, Hymns and Spiritual Songs, and the Spirit of Joy… It’s right here in Isaiah chapter 51.  

The bible says the Holy Ghost will become our comforter. How is God going to comfort Zion?  The answer is by the Holy Ghost.  Zion represents your heart.  And God promised us in the Bible, He was talking about day like today… a night like tonight.  He was talking about what happen over there in the second chapter of Acts.  

He Said the Lord will comfort Zion.  Which means the Lord will comfort the heart of man with the Holy Ghost.  

Try and get this on the inside of your spirit, because you have got a lot of meat to get here in this next season.  So we are going to give it to you little bit by little bit.  If you can catch this revelation you will be blessed, you’ll be riding high.  
Zion represents the heart.  You must learn that first of all.  

Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return,
and come with singing unto Zion;
and everlasting joy shall be upon their head:
they shall obtain gladness and joy;
and sorrow and mourning shall flee away.

(Isa 51:11 KJV)
The Devil has ravished, he has poured us out and done all kind of mess. And the body of Christ is not what it should be.  Man has become distant from the heart of God.  Man has been chased from his own place, His own heart.  When man sinned against God he was locked out of his own heart, he was locked out of his own spirit.  He became dead.  

Being dead, he had no access to Zion on the inside.  He had to get to God through his emotions, through his own mind, through his own limited understanding because he severed from God.  He had no spiritual relationship with God.  
What happened in the Second Chapter of Acts?  Zion returned!  The redeemed of the Lord was able to return again to Zion.  

Therefore the redeemed of the Lord shall return to Zion.  They are going to return to the secret place inside of their heart.  Man has been locked outside of the spiritual realm, locked out of the kingdom of God, locked out of the place of praise, locked out of the place of worship.

They had to have someone else go to God for them.  They could not go to God for themselves.  They had to have priest and all these different things.  But, God made a way.  He made us alive again and allowed us to enter into Eden one more time, our own heart.  

You must say, My heart represents Zion…  

…and I believe this scripture coming to pass right here and now!

Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return,
and come with singing unto Zion…
(Isa 51:11 KJV)
Enter into his gates with thanksgiving,
and into his courts with praise:
be thankful unto him, and bless his name.

(Psa 100:4 KJV)

This is how you get to the inside of your own heart that’s how you get to the place of the spirit.  Men are going to return to their own hearts by practicing Eph. 5:19.
“Speaking to yourselves

in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,

singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;”

(Eph 5:19 KJV)
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EVERLASTING JOY

The joy of the Lord is real and it is good.  Even though there have been many counterfeits and abuses in the area of the supernatural, The Joy of God is still good and it is still for you today.  A lot of people have settled for nothing but the brass but, God wants to give us the gold.  Just because a loony tune got happy and messed up, does not mean that you are going to mess up.  Keep your joy anyway.  

Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return,

and come with singing unto Zion;

and everlasting joy shall be upon their head:

they shall obtain gladness and joy;

and sorrow and mourning shall flee away.

(Isa 51:11 KJV)
Everlasting joy shall be where?
The answer is: Upon their head.

In the second chapter of the book of Acts verse 3 it also said that cloven tongues of fire rested upon them.  

Therefore the redeemed of the Lord shall return and come with singing unto Zion.  This spiritually happened on the day of Pentecost.  Everlasting joy was manifest on that day.  Many thought that they were drunk with wine, but they were filled with the Holy Spirit and with everlasting joy.  

The Holy Spirit is the strength and the power of God.  The Holy Ghost is the power of God in manifestation.  The Bible says that the joy of the Lord is your strength.  Once you get a revelation, you will find out that when God fills you with the joy of the Lord, He is filling you with is power and strength.  With this revelation you will be saturated in the Spirit of God at all times.  
It is more than just getting happy in church.  The Joy of God is absolutely necessary.  Many people don’t have that strength that God wants them to have because they won’t get into His Joy.  

Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return,

and come with singing unto Zion;

and everlasting joy shall be upon their head:

they shall obtain gladness and joy;

and sorrow and mourning shall flee away.

(Isa 51:11 KJV)
When they were in the upper room before the Pentecost experience they must have been sad.  They were praying.  They were hiding from those that had crucified the Lord.  I’m sure that many did not want to be in Jerusalem.  They did not want to be seen. 
But then the Holy Ghost came and turned that situation around.  He took away all of their sorrows and gave them supernatural joy.  
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The word Everlasting means:  

Everlasting:  5769. 'owlam, o-lawm'; or  'olam, o-lawm'; from H5956; prop. concealed, i.e. the vanishing point; gen. time out of mind (past or fut.), i.e. (practically) eternity; freq. adv. (espec. with prep. pref.) always:--always (-s), ancient (time), any more, continuance, eternal, (for, [n-]) ever (-lasting, -more, of old), lasting, long (time), (of) old (time), perpetual, at any time, (beginning of the) world (+ without end). Comp. H5331, H5703.

The word everlasting means more than just joy that will remain forever.  This joy did not just start yesterday.  It was there before the foundations of the world.  This is not something that we received from Rodney Howard-Browne, Thank God for Rodney Howard-Browne.  This not just something we decided to do because we saw it on TBN.  
This Joy that we have, the world did not give it to us.  Nobody gave this joy to me.  It came from God.  It is an ancient joy.  It’s a joy that comes with purpose.  This ancient joy has reason.  

Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness:
therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows.

(Psa 45:7 KJV)
David had the oil of gladness upon his head.  This was an ancient joy.  

..for this day is holy unto our Lord: neither be ye sorry;
for the joy of the LORD is your strength.
(Neh 8:10 KJV)
At the birth of our Lord the angels report tidings of great joy.  

And the angel said unto them,
Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people.
11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
(Luke 2:10, 11 KJV)
This did not start in the early days of the Pentecostal revival in 1901.  Even the babe in Elizabeth’s belly leaped for joy.  

This ancient joy is a continual, eternal joy.  It will never stop.  It is not just a wave that happened ten years ago.  It’s just like Jesus because it’s a part of the Holy Ghost.  This Joy is the Holy Spirit on the inside of you.  And the Holy Spirit is just like Jesus, and Jesus is the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End.  That means the joy was there in the beginning.  And if the joy was there in the beginning it will also be there in the end.  The Holy Spirit will always have joy.  And that joy will always be your strength.  
This is an ancient joy.  It did not just start when something good happened to you.  It’s been there forever.  It has passed through and empowered many saints before you.  Thank God for it.  It did not just come out of your emotions, it came from God.  It is the very same joy that Jesus had.  

It is joy at any time.  
Everlasting:  5769. 'owlam, o-lawm'; or  'olam, o-lawm'; from H5956; prop. concealed, i.e. the vanishing point; gen. time out of mind (past or fut.), i.e. (practically) eternity; freq. adv. (espec. with prep. pref.) always:--always (-s), ancient (time), any more, continuance, eternal, (for, [n-]) ever (-lasting, -more, of old), lasting, long (time), (of) old (time), perpetual, at any time, (beginning of the) world (+ without end). Comp. H5331, H5703.
You don’t just have the world’s joy that only comes when you are in a good mood.  You don’t have the joy that comes when the song service was good.  You have ancient anytime joy.  You can even have this joy in troubled times.  

My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations;

(James 1:2 KJV)
Again I repeat this is an ancient supernatural anytime joy.
11:55
BREAK OUT JOY!
Break forth into joy, sing together, ye waste places of Jerusalem:
for the LORD hath comforted his people, he hath redeemed Jerusalem.

(Isa 52:9 KJV)
Notice that it reads BREAK FORTH.  This is a prophetic word. The Greek word for break forth is Patsach.  This word means to break out.  It means to break out into joy with a loud noise.  We are to act up, cut up and show off.  Break out with a loud noise into joy!  

Don’t be left where you are, break out of it with joy.  There is a BREAK OUT JOY!  
Break Forth:  6476. patsach, paw-tsakh'; a prim. root; to break out (in joyful sound):--break (forth, forth into joy), make a loud noise.

Why is it important to have this ancient joy?

We are to live in the joy of the Lord because it is absolutely essential.  There are many spiritual essentials such as Praying in the Spirit, Prayer in your known tongue, Reading your bible.  But I have found out that the joy in the Holy Ghost is just as essential as these that are more commonly accepted.  
We are commanded of God to be in Joy of The Lord.  
Rejoice evermore.

(1 Th 5:16 KJV)
Rejoice:  5463. chairo, khah'ee-ro; a prim. verb; to be "cheer"ful, i.e. calmly happy or well-off; impers. espec. as salutation (on meeting or parting), be well:--farewell, be glad, God speed, greeting, hail, joy (-fully), rejoice.

Evermore:  3842. pantote, pan'-tot-eh; from G3956 and G3753; every when, i.e. at all times:--always (-s), ever (-more).

For ye shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace:
the mountains and the hills shall break forth before you into singing,
and all the trees of the field shall clap their hands.

(Isa 55:12 KJV)
You may think that the mountains and the hills are just going to crumble in order for you to pass through.  What this scripture is actually saying is that the mountains and hills are going to break out into joy with you.  It is the same Hebrew word used for break out.  The mountains and hills are going to break out into joy with you.  Mountains and Hills represent obstacles we face in life.  God will turn your tests into testimonies, therefore count it all joy.  
God will always give you a praise partner.  He would cause even stones to praise him if necessary (Lk 19:40).  
The Bible teaches us that we can get out with joy.  Many people are not able to break out of anything because they refuse to receive the Joy of the Lord where they are.  

The Words GO OUT means to:  proceed.  Many want to proceed to the next level or take the next step, but they are stuck and want to know how they can break out and escape.  The Bible teaches us here how to escape with the joy of the Lord. The Joy of the Lord  is the shovel that digs a way out of trouble.  

God’s people are going to escape out of whatever bondage they are in.  We all have things that we need to escape, debt, sickness, worldliness, traditions and limits.  The joy of the Lord is your strength, it will give you the ability to escape.  The Words that say you will go out means you will escape.  

You will proceed, pull out, grow out of, or shut forth from, spread, spring out, this is what go out means.  
I know you need a break through.  You need to break out of your present situation and move on to something better.  Your life may be nice, but God has much more for you and He’s trying to teach us how to get it.  
Bro. John Osteen taught us constantly to follow the peace of God.  We will be led forth with peace, but you will not be able to properly follow peace until you break out of where you are with joy.   Joy causes you to break out.  
People are beginning to wonder as they see the many deliverances that are taking place from those that have been touched by this wonderful move which resulted from revelations on the joy of the Lord.  They wonder “How did they get out of that?”  Many of you have been in a mess all of your life and then you experienced the Joy Of the Lord and now you are free.  This is because it’s the joy of the Lord that gives you the ability to escape.   There are many that are still sitting in dead, graveyard quite places that are still in bondage.  They are locked in but the key that opens the door of every prison is the Joy of the Lord.  You will go out with joy.  
If you are stuck in a rut, get into the joy of the Lord and you will break out of it.  If you have something you need to break out of, I would recommend to you the Joy Of The Lord.  

If you want to go out, you must realize that this can only be accomplished with the Joy of the Lord which will be your strength.  So, if you need strength get into the joy of the Lord.  

If there are things you don’t feel you have the strength to handle or do, empower yourself in the joy of the Lord.  The Bible teaches us to do whatever we have to do with joy in our hearts.  Why is that?  Because the joy of the Lord will give us the strength to carry out the necessary task.  

That means whatever ministry you have, if you are not saturating yourself in the joy of the Lord, you will not have the strength to fulfill that calling.  I’ve often wondered why it is that when we first started out in this ministry we were able to get so much done with so little.  My answer was because we were always drunk in the spirit of the Lord.  The Joy of the Lord gave us supernatural strength.  We were always high in the spirit and filled with gladness.  Therefore we were always breaking out into new levels.  
It is now necessary to break out into a new level.  So again I must saturate myself in the joy of the Lord.  We must always breakout with joy.  Follow the peace of God but, go out with joy.  
Peace and Joy are true marks on any real move of God.  Whenever God wants to do a new thing, it is most likely that he will bring it forth with a wave of joy.  

Peace and joy, two things you must have activated in you life at all times.  Peace is the shalom of God.  

Peace:  7965. shalowm, shaw-lome'; or  shalom, shaw-lome'; from H7999; safe, i.e. (fig.) well, happy, friendly; also (abstr.) welfare, i.e. health, prosperity, peace:-- X do, familiar, X fare, favour, + friend, X greet, (good) health, (X perfect, such as be at) peace (-able, -ably), prosper (-ity, -ous), rest, safe (-ly), salute, welfare, (X all is, be) well, X wholly.

You must have the banner of the peace of God waving over you at all times.  Don’t worry about a thing. Everything is going to be alright.  Therefore have peace, just take it.  I command you by the Word of the Lord “Don’t you worry about another thing in Life!”  I want you to know way deep down on the inside that everything is going to be alright.  Not only do I want you just to relax in the peace that only Christ can give, but I want you to rejoice and be glad about it. Rejoice right were you are.  

Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing,
that ye may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy Ghost.
(Rom 15:13 KJV)
God wants us to be filled with the presence and power of God, which is being filled with the Spirit.  

We can learn how to be filled with the Spirit of God here in Romans 15:13. 

Many people want to have the power and the peace without experiencing His supernatural joy.  You will not experience any Holy Ghost power until you get over into the joy.  The Bible teaches us that the joy of the Lord is your strength.  

Hope is an earnest expectation.  I know God has promised you many things.  If you want to abound in the things God has promised, you must be filled with joy.  If you want to see your expectation come to pass, you must allow the Lord to fill you with joy and peace.  

I have the peace of God, but I’m fortified in The Joy of The Lord.  This Supernatural joy is something you must have!  
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Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return,

and come with singing unto Zion;

and everlasting joy shall be upon their head:

they shall obtain gladness and joy;

and sorrow and mourning shall flee away.

(Isa 51:11 KJV)
But my God shall supply all your need
according to his riches in glory
by Christ Jesus.
(Phil 4:19 KJV)
Glory is on the inside of you.  You are going to have to learn to get back to your heart (Zion) where the glory is within you. Joy gets to the heart.   
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Please pray this prayer:

Lord, fill me with your everlasting ancient joy

Allow me to return to Zion with joy

Not only will I be filled with the Holy Spirit,

It is the free spirit that is able to flow in the joy of God, and the word free spirit means voluntary or willing.  You must have a willing, voluntary spirit that can be led by the Spirit of God. The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart;
 and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit.
 (Psa 34:18 KJV)  
You must humble yourself.  God wants to do some things for you.  Thank God that the joy experience is pleasurable and feels good to our natural senses, and many think that the wonderful feeling you get is all that you get out of it, but they are so wrong and missing out on God’s best.  

You need this joy.  You have got to have it.  You will change when you get into it.  You will find yourself strengthened and empowered in God.  The joy of the Lord will be your strength.  Do not allow the devil make you weak anymore.  

I want you to be developed to the point where you are strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.  We must be like the psalmist that said “into Thy hands do I commit my spirit.”  Once you do that, God will begin to restore unto you the Joy that comes from His awesome plan of salvation.
