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Oh that men would praise the LORD for his goodness…

(Psa 107:21 KJV)  

The Psalmist is telling us that men should praise the Lord for His goodness. 
Oh that men would praise the LORD for his goodness,
and for his wonderful works to the children of men!
 {22} And let them sacrifice the sacrifices of thanksgiving, 
and declare his works with rejoicing. 
(Psa 107:21-22 KJV)  

Now notice also that it says here “sacrifices of thanksgiving”. There are sacrifices of praise and sacrifices of thanksgiving. That means that there are times when thanksgiving and praise should cost us something. Right here, when he said oh that men would praise the Lord He was telling them look, “Come on and get in there and praise God with me and let’s kill something.” 

They said, “You bring a couple of lambs or a sacrifice and we’re going to cut something up.” How would you like it if we still worshipped God like that today? We brought you in and said, “Alright everybody come on in and we’re going to have a worship service and everybody bring a dog or cat and we’ll sacrifice it right here.”


Praise costs. We want to leave so many things out of our worship experience. Today worship is only accustomed to our culture. That’s a fake. Praise is more than a song service. Hosanna Integrity music did not invent praise. Praise was there before Ron Kenoly. Praise has been going on a real long time! Praise God with everything.

Oh that men would praise the LORD for his goodness, and for his wonderful works to the children of men! {22} And let them sacrifice the sacrifices of thanksgiving, and declare his works with rejoicing. 
(Psa 107:21-22 KJV)  
We are to declare His works with rejoicing. The Psalmist was probably just griping one day and said, “I wish people would just praise God because He’s just good!” For His goodness, not based on anything else other than God’s goodness. 

We must sacrifice with thanksgiving. Praise the Lord! 
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(Psa 150:1 KJV)  Praise ye the LORD. Praise God in his sanctuary: praise him in the firmament of his power.

You know that’s why you get to go to heaven is to praise God? You know that’s why you were created? To praise God! And you’re just going to join a choir someplace. We were created to give Him praise. 

Praise God in his sanctuary…

 praise him in the firmament of his power…
Find a place to praise. When the children of Israel were in bondage they asked them, “Why don’t you play us some of those praise songs that you usually do?” You know how when you go to some churches they tell you, “Just get up there and do that thing you usually do”? And the children of Israel said, “How can we sing the Lord’s song in a foreign land?” They said that they couldn’t sing the praises of God in just any kind of atmosphere.
