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There are a lot of people out there believing God for a lot of stuff.  Miracles!  If you listen to the right stuff and you will do the right things.  If you listen to right stuff long enough you’ll find your faith charged up and you will be ready to do anything.  

Heb 6:13  For when God made promise to Abraham, because he could swear by no greater, he sware by himself,

God swear to Abraham, he could swear by no other name other than His own.  God swore by an oath.  You can tell that God is a God that will do what He says He will do.  God is God that does not change.  God will not change His mind. 

If you are believing God for anything that has not happened yet.  I’m going to encourage you in the things that you have been praying and believing God for that has not happened yet.  God wants to let you know where He is at on the road to your progress for you getting your miracle.  God wants you to know where He is at in all of this.  You are not by yourself.   God is bound to His promise.  

Everything you are believing God for God started.  You did not get that seed of faith all by yourself.  The thing your are believing God for, that hope that you have.  There is a hope within your heart, there is an expectation in your hearth.  You thing your did it yourself .  You did not do it your self.  You don’t think those kind of things.  We know what we think.  Come on, yow what kind of thoughts you have.  You have to take your thoughts captive.  You don’t God have in on those you know you should not be thinking.  That’s not what you are standing in faith for.  

There are some things approved of God, that absolutely alright with God.  Things that God is not against it, He is for it 100%.  And God wants you to know first of all.  That’s His deal you did not start it and that He started it.  And he is just as bound to the manifestation of that promise than what you are.  Actually God is more committed to your promise than you are.  

Integrity binds Him to his word.  God says something and He does not forget it.  Everyday He remembers it.  How many of you remember everyone of your words and desires.  You don’t remember every word you speak.  But God does.  Every day He remembers His word and promise to us. One day believing God for this the next it is forgotten.  This is not the way it is with God.  He sticks to His word until it is fulfilled.  

God is consistent in His faith.  God is the partner.  He is the Author and the Finisher of my faith.  God says “If I stated it, I’m gonna finish it.  I don’t care how long it takes!”  I like that.  Get into agreement with Go, and Finish His plan of promise out.  You do what you need to do and God will do what He needs to do. 

Everyday God is mindful of His Word and promise. God swore by two things.  First of all,  that He does not Change.  God’s will does not change.  His will is His purpose.  

Heb 6:18  That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us:

The first is God will never change what He has promised you and the second is even if He did change He bond Himself to what He Promised you.  He swore by an oath.  First of all it is an impossibility for God to Change.  The Thing that you are believing God to do that Is possible.  For with God all things are possible.  There is nothing in scripture that says God will not do any for you.  The bible says He will do for you.  And God can do all thing.  Therefore you can do all things through Christ.  

There is no road block to your miracle.  But there is a road to God not following through on what He said He would do.  It is impossible for God not to follow through. But your miracle is possible.  God does not change.  God wants you to know that your miracle is more possible  than your failure as far as God  is concerned.    

Heb 6:17  Wherein God, willing more abundantly to show unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:

That there is no possibility of change in God’s counsel that what Heb 6:17 means.  The thing that God wants in your life and for,  it is impossible for Him to change mind about it.  It is impossible for God to change His mind concerning His promise to you.  

The next thing you have on your side is:  even if the bible was not true when it says that God will never change.  And the we all no that the Bible is all truth.  The bible says:

Mal 3:6  For I am the LORD, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed.
His will, His purpose and His person are one.  The bible also says:  

Mat 24:35  Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
His word will always remain.  The Word of the Lord is solid. God’s Word is a solid foundation.  The Word of the Lord is a Rock.  God thought out His Word before He spoke it from His mouth.  God won’t say anything that won’t last for all time.  

It is impossible for God to change His mind toward you for God.  No matter what you have done.  He has not changed His mind.  The gifts and callings of God are without repentance.  God is not going to change His mind. People are given to change.  Circumstances are given to change but, God’s mindset has not changed.  

Some of you have promises from God for your ministry, for your family, for your finances what ever it is there is promises out there.  Every once in a while you will go down some rough roads.  Roads that you have learn longsuffering.  

But while you are going through know that just because circumstances have changed know that God has not.  Just because the figure your checkbook changed God has not.  God has not changed His mind period.  

Second, even if He does, we have His promise and oath.  God swore by Himself.  God did not have to swear but He did.  That means, He made an oath.  Every time God makes a promise He take an oath with that promise.  

God said “Listen, I swear by it.  I don’t have promise you anything.  The bible says Let your yes, be yes and your no, be no.  I’m not like everybody else.  If I say I’m going to come through I will come through.  If I say I’m going to show up. I will show up.  But just in case you don’t believe me I swear with an oath.  I cut covenant with you on it. “

Just in case He is not true and He is true.  I’ve got a covenant.  And the breaker of a covenant must be put to death.  God is life He can not die.  Therefore your promise cannot die.  Just in case He is not a fair God and He is fair.  You have a covenant.  Just in case He is a God without integrity and He has integrity. You have a covenant.  

The oath means that God has bond Himself to His Word to perform it.  When God cuts a covenant that means that He sticks to it. The only reason we are still here on earth is because of a covenant.  Thing, Why are we still down here instead of raptured.  Because God made a covenant with mankind.  He is still here.  And we are still performing the Word He spoke out of His mouth.  

God said “I’ll be a redeemer, I’ll be a savior, I’ll be your healer”  He said He would do all of these things and more.  And then He was taken up to heaven.  But you know He has not gone up completely.  He is still here in us.  Therefore we are His Word in action.  We are God’s oath to mankind.  

We are the manifestation of God.  He did not leave the covenant that He had with mankind by itself.  He said “I will go up but I will leave my Spirit in a living church to make sure my Word comes to pass.   I have not forgotten  I have not forgotten you.  I have you on my mind.  I want you to know that I am bond by Word to you.”  

God will ever be mindful of  His promise and covenant.  Over and over again you can read that through the scriptures.  He remembers His covenant.  That means He is stuck there to His Word.  What God has promise His hand has been on it from the moment He spoke.  God guards His Word.  
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
