And somebody’s going to ask you:
 “What made you do it  ?” 
…“I don’t know, I just loved them.”

Love made me do it.

Wouldn’t you want to have that kind of flow.  How many of you want to do what God wants you to do?  Love will make you do what God wants you to do.

And if you let it flow through you, you won’t be so weak and timid, if you pray for boldness, God will send you love.  

Love will make you do what God wants you to do.

(1 Cor 13:1-7 NRSV)
“{1} If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love,
 I am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal.
 {2} And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge,
 and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, 
but do not have love, I am nothing.
{3} If I give away all my possessions,
 and if I hand over my body so that I may boast, but do not have love, I gain nothing.
 {4} Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant {5} or rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful;
 {6} it does not rejoice in wrongdoing, but rejoices in the truth.
 {7} It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.”
(1 Cor 13:1-7 NRSV)
How would you like to have that kind of faith?  How would you like to have faith that makes you bear all things?  How would you like to have the kind of faith that will believe all things?  How would you like to have the kind of faith that is always expecting good things to happen?  

Hope is expectation.  When the Bible speaks of hope, it is speaking of expectation.  There are a lot of people that don’t expect God to do anything.  Love hopes all things.  Think about that.

It says love also does what?  Love endures all things.  Love hopes, endures, believes and bears.  How would you like to bear, believe and hope and endure?  Doesn’t that sound like a faith giant?  

When you get into the flow of The Holy Ghost, and let the divine flow of God’s love flow through you, all of these other things will naturally start to happen.

It has been known that in horrible car crashes where the vehicle has landed on children, mothers have gotten out of the car and supernaturally lifted cars or trucks to pull their children out.  

Anybody knows that a woman can’t pick up a car or a truck in order to help someone out right?  You’d have to get a tow truck in order to do that.  But, nobody told this mother that, she wouldn’t believe that.  She knew that love would endure and do anything.  That woman didn’t pick that car up, love did.
People can do things that are unbelievable.  Have you ever seen a little weakling beat somebody up because someone said the wrong thing about his girlfriend or momma?
You could call that weakling every name in the book, but the minute you talk about his momma, he’s going to tear you up!  

Why does that happen?  Love can do all things.  If you love enough, you’ll start to do all things.  Love will make you stick to stuff.  You may be saying “I can’t bear this much longer.”  Fall in love and you will.  When you love somebody, you’ll deal with the dirty underwear in the corner.  You’ll deal with the dirty dishes every now and then.  You’ll deal with that morning breath.  You can bear all things, because love does that.

How many of you just want to give up?  How many of you just love to give up on things?  You may say “I don’t have any confidence in that person or situation any more.”  You just right them off and that’s it.  That’s not the love of the Lord.
Love will make you keep holding on when everything else tells you to let it go.  Love is some powerful stuff.  You can tell people “I let you go a long time ago, it’s just love that’s holding on.”  “I wrote you off 15 years ago, but love is still holding on.”  “In my mind, I wrote you off the second day I met you, but the love of God just won’t let you go.”  Love has enough to hold on to you.

When we have the love of the Lord on the inside of us, even when our flesh gives out, love will still be holding on because it’s not our love.  The bible says the love of God has been shed abroad in our hearts.  We can love each other with the love of the Lord Jesus Christ.  When you get sick of people, and we do get sick of people sometimes, the love of God never gets sick of people.  It heals them.
We want to start to flow in that kind of love.

Have enough courage to just stick in there.  Strength and stability comes from love.   When you love something, it will automatically give you strength.  People say “God give me strength to love this person,” but God gives you love, which will give you strength. You don’t need strength to love somebody.  Love is free, love is a gift from God and God will strengthen you when you decide to love somebody else.  

If love is a free gift from God, it is easy.  Turning on the love of God is as easy as turning on a light switch.  You can turn it on or off.  You must be willing to keep the switch of love on.  

When the switch of God’s love in activated, it becomes like a battery charger.  It strengthens you.  When you find yourself losing energy, losing desire or losing inspiration, you need to turn on the love.  Do what ever it takes to turn on the love.
That’s why the Bible tells us to fellowship together, love one another.  Let’s not just shout and praise God together, let’s fellowship with one another.  Why…Because that will strengthen us.  Love strengthens.

If you want a strong church, get a loving church.  Stop trying to be so strong, and be more loving.  Love is like a steroid, except this spiritual steroid won’t hurt you.  Overdose in the love of God and you’ll be strong in no time at all.
